To Do at SF State:

+ Upper-Division GE Areas 2UD/5UD, 3UD, and 4UD (9 units): Courses
required for the major may double-count if approved for UD GE.

+ Students entering this major with an approved ADT are not required
to fulfill SF State Studies requirements.

+ Complementary Studies: Consult with a department advisor on how
transfer units and SF State units can be applied to ensure degree
completion within 60 units.

* Culminating Experience

All undergraduate students will complete a culminating experience
project with one of the following components:

+ A demonstration of oral and written skills in Latin and/or Greek.
This demonstration has three parts: oral declamation of a prose
passage; written transcription of a prose passage dictated by a
test administrator; and oral declamation of passage of poetry
(scansion) in dactylic hexameter.

A comprehensive reflective statement focused on the role that
receiving a Classical education at SF State has and will play in the
student’s life.

A display of the student'’s best projects from their Classics
coursework (e.g. term papers, translations, archaeological
reconstructions).

These components may be fulfilled through in-person meetings with a
Classics undergraduate advisor, but students wishing to develop and
display information competency are encouraged to complete these
components in electronic form (website, etc.).
