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The San Francisco State Scholars program provides undergraduate
students with an accelerated pathway to a graduate degree. Students in
this program pursue a bachelor’'s and master's degree simultaneously.
This program allows students to earn graduate credit while in their
junior and/or senior year, reducing the number of semesters required for
completion of a master’s degree.

Complementary Studies
12 units of Complementary Studies are required of all candidates
in any of the four concentrations (Literature, Linguistics, English
Education, and Professional Writing and Rhetoric) in the Bachelor
of Arts degree in English. These units must come from courses
bearing a prefix other than ENG, and must not be cross-listed with
ENG. English majors will be offered four pathways for satisfying this
requirement; each pathway is designed to facilitate graduation in a
timely manner.

+ Foreign Language: 12 units in a single foreign language;

+ Second Major, Minor, Certificate: 12 units of coursework taken as

part of a second major, a minor, or a certificate;

+ Study Abroad: 12 units of coursework taken in an approved study
abroad program (such as CSU Study Abroad);

+ Related Subjects: 12 units of coursework in related disciplines
with the approval of a English Department advisor.

Related subjects typically include (but are not limited to) Comparative
and World Literature, Classics, Creative Writing, Ethnic Studies,
Foreign Languages, History, Journalism, and Women and Gender
Studies. For this option, 6 units must be from classes in a non-literary
related field.

Depending on the concentration within the major, CS pathway, and
with approval of a departmental advisor, up to 12 units from courses
with non-ENG prefixes that count towards the Complementary Studies
